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KATHERINE BRASH AT
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Sadly the LX club mourns the death of a cherished long-time
member, Katherine Brash. She passed away peacefully on June 2nd.
But as we grieve her death we also celebrate a beautiful and
amazing life of 101 years. Her family said it best in her

obituary which appeared in the Milwaukee Journal as follows:

Katherine’'s life journey initially took her from Lake Garda, Italy,
through Ellis Island, New York, to Northwestern Pennsylvania.
She became a Registered Nurse in 1944 and joined the U.S. Army
Nurse Corp. as a 1st Lieutenant in 1945 after completing basic
training in Camp Lee, VA.

Her journey then took her to Hickam Air Base, Pearl Harbor, HIl, before sending her to
Osaka, Japan, where she met and married 2nd LT. William W. Brash started what
would become a life as a career military family. Over the next 30 years, their military
assignments took them and their growing family to Panama, Europe, Korea, and
various state-side military bases and locations, including Milwaukee, Wisconsin, where
she and Lt. Col. Brash ultimately retired. Upon her return to Milwaukee, however, she
again began working as a geriatric nurse, until she finally retired at the age of 75. As
her children stated "Mom was an amazing individual, managing family life with
“military precision,” and was always the cornerstone of our family."

Members of the LX Club send their heartfelt sympathy to the family, Katherine will be
remembered in our thoughts and prayers.
