Preheat oven to 375* degrees F. Coat a 
2-quart casserole dish with cooking spray
In a large bowl, combine all ingredients, 
mix well, and spoon into casserole dish
Bake  25 to 30 minutes, or until bubbly  
and golden, Serve warm.
Servie with crackers or cocktail rye bread.
